Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
A fantastic return for our children and a celebration assembly this morning with all teachers 
singing the praises of our returnees. 
 
The whole school has returned to a weekās work based on the book ĀThe Boy, the Mole, 
the Fox and the Horseā. This gorgeous piece of inspiration and positivity has reminded us all 
to put compassion, empathy and perseverance at the forefront of our thinking. Children 
have not had the socialisation that hones skills like turn-taking and compromise. Our teachers 
have worked to draw out conversations around the message in this book to remind us all 
that nothing beats kindness to others. 
 
We are planning to go ahead with the remaining residentials in year 6 and 4 but do not have 
a final confirmation that this will be possible. We expect the confirmation soon, and the 
moment that we know, we will inform you to give you as much notice as we possibly can. The 
year 6 residential will be at Heatree House in June and will cost approximately £280.  The 
year 4 residential is at Ultimate Adventure Centre, Bideford in mid June for 2 days with a 
one night stay and will cost approximately £80.  Year 3 and 5 will consider what is available 
to us in terms of a Ābig experienceā and be in touch as our options become clearer. 
 
We appreciate that for many finances are very tight this year. The short notice does not 
help, either. We have arranged the wave project weeks for year 6 to give children a 
residential experience in their last year with us at no cost to you whatsoever. We felt it 
was important to give year 6 some of the send-off they deserve, and this will be one part 
of our plans to commemorate their time with Bluecoat.
